This page provides information to help you understand my classroom expectations and policies. By working together (myself, parents, students, and faculty) I hope that you will find this year to be an educational, fun, and rewarding experience! 

Class Rules

Grades

Grades are available for viewing online through the science section of the team website or by going directly to mygradebook.com.  Attached are the passwords and directions for viewing grades.  It is the student and parents responsibility to monitor grades.  I suggest that the grades be checked weekly.   

Each assignment will be worth a set amount of points and grades will be calculated based on the number of points earned divided by the number of points assigned.  

Points earned/Points assigned = overall class grade 

For example, if a student earns 8 of 10 points on  Quiz A, 3 of 5 points on Quiz B, and 88 of 100 points on a research lab, their grade would be calculated as follows:

(8 + 3 + 88)  /  (10 +  5 + 100) 
= 99 / 115 
= 86  (The student's overall class grade would be 86 % = B)

D   70-76

Homework and Projects 


Projects and homework assignments are expected to be handed in on time.  If extra time is needed, students must provide a parent note with an explanation prior to the due date.  Internet access will be required for some activities.  If a student does not have access at home, please plan to use the school or public library facilities.

Always check the science portion of the team website for missed assignments when absent.  We will follow Wake County policies for making up work.  If a student does not have internet access at home, computers are available in the library and classrooms.  This is the student's responsibility.
